SAN DIMAS ADULT SOFTBALL

RULES AND REGULATIONS

I.
General Information

The purpose of the San Dimas Adult Softball program is to provide participants with an enjoyable, relaxing, physical activity in the most organized fashion possible.  Our emphasis is on recreation.  Though the game of softball is inherently competitive, we hope that the players never forget that this is a recreational program.

The San Dimas Adult Softball Rules have been established to allow fair and safe play for all involved.  San Dimas shall use rules of play as adopted by the Southern California Municipal Athletic Federation (SCMAF) with certain exceptions that will be noted.

II.
General League Rules and Regulations

A.
All games will be played at San Dimas SportsPlex, 763 Cypress, San Dimas.  SportsPlex is located adjacent to San Dimas High School.  Parking on Cypress. No parking on the asphalt basketball courts.

B.
SCMAF and San Dimas rules and regulations will govern all play.
C.
No alcoholic beverages of any kind will be permitted on the SportsPlex facilities.  It is the Manager's responsibility to make sure his team members and their friends and families enforce this rule.  The penalty for a team member found to be consuming alcohol on the SportsPlex facilities is an automatic two (2) game suspension with the possibility of dismissal from the league.

D.
All warm-ups must be conducted outside the playing field.  No infield practice of any kind allowed prior to the start of the game.  Players will not be allowed on the infield until the umpire calls for the teams.

E.
Non-players will not be allowed in the dugout at any time.  Children are not allowed in the dugout.

F.
Any player or manager involved in a fight before, during or after a game  will be barred from playing for a minimum of two (2) games, and will not be allowed on the SportsPlex Facility during their suspension,  In addition, the league committee will have the authority to increase the suspension depending on the severity of the incident.  A second incident involving the same player shall cause that player to be suspended from the San Dimas league for a minimum of one (1) year or three (3) seasons.

G.
Any player or manager using profanity will immediately be ejected from the game and suspended from playing in the remainder of the game and the next scheduled game.
H.
Any player or manager ejected before, during or after a game by the umpire or official scorekeeper for any reason will be suspended from play for the next scheduled game as a minimum rule with the possibility of a longer suspension if the league director determines the infraction to be severe enough.  

I.
Any ejected player or manager is not allowed at the SportsPlex facility during a suspension. It is the manager’s responsibility to make certain that an ejected player must immediately leave the SportsPlex facility for the remainder of the evening and the entire suspension period.

J.
Team managers must present to the official scorekeeper their team batting order ten (10) minutes prior to the scheduled game time. Players not present should not be included in the lineup.  A player who arrives late may be added to the bottom of the batting order.  All players are required to sign in prior to the start of each game on the sign-in sheet.  This sheet is to be turned in to the official scorekeeper along with the official batting order.

K.
Two (2) softballs will be provided for each game.  At the conclusion of each game the home team will receive the worst of the two balls. The remaining ball will be used as the back-up ball for the next game.

L.
If a ball is lost during the game, the home team is responsible for providing a back-up ball.

M.
All games will be played with a 1 plus 1 count.  All batters will start his/her at bat with a count of 1 ball and 1 strike.

N.
Games will begin at 6:30 p.m, 7:35 p.m. and 8:40 p.m. Games length is seven (7) innings; no new inning will begin after fifty-five minutes from the start of the game. Any inning started will be completed.


O.
Four (4) innings played is considered a complete game.

P.
A game may end any time after five (5) innings when a team is behind by fifteen (15) runs, and has completed its turn at bat.  The fifteen (15) run rule will not be in effect for championship games.


Q.
There is no time limit in a championship game.

R. 
Scorekeepers must be paid umpire fee of $10 per team, per game, exact                                       change only prior to the start of each game.
S.
No Titanium or multi-walled bats allowed for men. Women are able to use multi-walled bats. All bats must have a Bat Performance Factor (BPF) of 1.2 or lower. The following bats are completely banned from the City of San Dimas Softball League until further notice. The umpire has the authority to remove ANY bat from a softball game that he feels is unsafe for the players of that game.

III.
Players
A. 
All players must be listed on the team roster.  The City of San Dimas has determined that for safety and liability reasons that non-rostered players will not be allowed to enter any softball games.  The scorekeeper has been asked to conduct an ID check of all players at the first game.  Thereafter the scorekeeper may request an ID check from any player who they observe as a non-rostered player.  The scorekeeper will not wait for a protest from the opposing team. If it is determined that the player attempting to enter the game is a non-rostered player they will not be allowed to play.  Players who are added according to the current add drop rules will be considered "rostered players".  All players must be listed on the roster and must have signed the roster waiver or the add/drop waiver. All players are required to bring picture identification to all scheduled games.
B.
A player is eligible to play on only one (1) men's or co-ed team in the San Dimas league on the same night.  The penalty for playing on more than one team a night will be the suspension of the player from both teams for the remainder of the season (including post season).

C.
All players must be 18 years or over by the first game of the season.  Penalty for playing an under age player will be the forfeiture of all games in which he/she has played.

D.
All teams shall consist of a minimum of twelve (12) players on the roster with a maximum of fifteen (15) players, including a player/manager.

E.
Players may be added or dropped from a team roster by completing an official add/drop form.  The form must be submitted to the Parks and Recreation Department or handed to the official scorekeeper at the field.  No add/drops will be accepted after the fifth game of the season.  Only five (5) player changes are allowed per team.

IV.
Manager and Coaches

A.
Managers will be officially recognized as such by having signed on the roster as manager.

B.
Managers are directly responsible for league fees payment, rosters, conduct of the team's players, fans and other team business.

C.
Managers will be responsible for any player ejected or reprimanded by an umpire or official scorekeeper.


D.
Managers will be expected to be familiar with the rules and regulations.

E.
Managers will be the only team member with the authority to protest, add/drop, question, or in any way address the umpires or official scorekeepers.

F.
Notify the Parks and Recreation Department immediately if there has been a change in manager.
V.
Forfeits
A.
All games will have a ten minute grace period and a minimum of eight (8) players required to begin the game. 

Coed leagues may also begin the game with eight (8) players, but must have a minimum of four (4) women. 



Any grace period time used will be deducted from the game length.

B.
If at game time neither team has a sufficient number of players, the game shall be declared a double forfeit.

C.
If a team has forfeited a game, a $30 forfeit fee must be paid to the  Parks and Recreation Department, one (1) day prior to the next scheduled game, 5:30 p.m. deadline.  Failure to follow these procedures will make the team ineligible to play the next game.

D.
A team may forfeit no more than two (2) games during a season.  After the second forfeiture the team will be placed on probation and will be dropped from the league on the next forfeited game.  There will be no acceptable excuses for a forfeited game.

E.
If a game has been forfeited, the option of practicing or playing a practice game will be given to the winning team.  Whether for practice or a practice game, thirty (30) minutes will be allotted for use.  The scorekeeper will not work the practice game, nor will the umpire.
F.
The following are considered forfeits:



1. A team fails to field the minimum number of players when the umpire 


    declares the game to begin.



2. Player or players leave the game, which causes a team to be short of the 


    minimum number required.  (injuries, ejection's, etc.) 



3. The umpire declares a game forfeited due to the actions of team 



    member(s).
VI.
Canceled Games
A.
If a game is canceled due to rain or any other factor, every effort will be made to contact the teams involved.  If you are doubtful on the status of the games, please call the Parks and Recreation Department at (909) 394-6230 between 4:00-5:30 p.m. Do not assume that a game will be canceled.  Please call.

B.
In the event of a rainy day on the Sunday league, managers will receive a call between 4:00  and 4:30pm if the games are canceled.

C.
Games canceled or suspended because of rain or any other factor will be made up if time permits.  Games will be made up after the last week of the season on the regularly scheduled days.

D. 
If time does not allow for all canceled games to be made up, only those which bear on the standings for first or second place will be played. All unplayed canceled games will be refunded.

VII.
Protest
A.
The team manager or acting manager is the only member of the team that may formally protest a game.

B.
Protests must be called for immediately by the Manager before the next pitch.  Manager should notify the umpire and scorekeeper.

C.
At the conclusion of the game, the managers must pick up an official protest form available from the scorekeeper.  The form must be completely filled out and presented to the Parks and Recreation Department within 24 hours.  A $20. protest bond must accompany the form.  The protest will be reviewed by a softball committee.If the protest is not upheld, the City will retain the protest bond.


D.
Protests involving an umpire's judgment call will not be accepted.

E.
Protests will not be accepted if a game is forfeited because of the actions of the team on or off the field.
VIII.
Standings/Awards

A.
League standings will be kept for the first and the second half.

B.
In the event that there is a tie for first place, playoff games will be scheduled to determine a league champion.

C.
Teams involved in playoff or championship games will be responsible for a playoff fee of $20 cash per game plus the $10 umpire fee, to be paid to the scorekeeper prior to the start of each game. A picture identification check will be held at the beginning of every playoff and championship game. All players on teams should bring proper picture identification to the games. Failure to do so will result in player/players ineligibility to play in the game.
D.
In the event that teams tie for second place in the final league standings, a tie-breaking policy will be enforced.



1. Winner will be determined by best overall league record.

2. If the first tie-breaking method does not determine a winner, then                     winner will be determined by how the teams fared against one another in head  to head competition.

3. If the second tie-breaking method still does not determine a winner,    then the team with the greatest run differential will be declared the winner.

E.
First place teams will be awarded one team trophy and individual awards for each rostered player.  Second place teams will be awarded individual awards for each rostered player.

F.
If the overall standings have been determined at the conclusion of the final league game, the awards will be presented on the field.  If the final standings have not been determined by the final league game, then the awards may be picked up at the Parks and Recreation Department at San Dimas City Hall.
