CALL TO ORDER


Jim Schoonover called the regular meeting of the Development Plan Review Board to order at 8:30 a.m. so as to conduct regular business in the Council Chambers Conference room.

HEARING ITEMS

DPRB Case No. 10-21


Request to construct a new two story single family residence with detached garage located at 420 West Second Street. (Previously approved by DPRB on March 13, 2008.)

APN:  8386-015-006
Zone: Single Family – Downtown Residential

Robert Graciano, applicant, was present.

Associate Planner Kristi Grabow stated that proposal for the new house has not changed since it was previously approved in 2008.
In response to Mr. Coleman, Ms. Grabow stated that Condition No. 9 is related to setback requirements.

Mr. Graciano, applicant, addressed the Board.  He stated that project was stalled to due financial challenges that property owner was experiencing.

Motion: Dan Coleman moved, second by Ken Duran, to approve.

Motion carried 6.0.1.0. (Sorcinelli absent.)

Tree Removal Permit No. 10-21


Request to remove up to sixteen (16) Eucalyptus trees due to construction of a new driveway and street improvements located at 526 West Gladstone Street.

APN: 
8386-005-050 & 051 
Zone: Specific Plan No. 3

Eduardo Siapno, applicant, was present.

Associate Planner Marco Espinoza stated that the applicant has submitted a Tentative Parcel Map to subdivide the parcel into four (4) lots due to current economic climate.  He stated that the applicant would like to preserve as many of the existing trees as possible with the final number determined by the on-site conditions.  Staff has been able to make at least two (2) of the five (5) findings.  He stated that the landscape plans have been submitted and will be sent to the City’s landscape consultant for plan check.

In response to Mr. Patel, Mr. Espinoza stated that there were not any city street tree’s proposed on the landscape plan, but requirement would be listed as one of the corrections.
Mr. Coleman asked how hillside development standards had been applied to this project and what had been done with past projects.

Mr. Siapno, applicant, addressed the Board.  He stated that he wanted to preserve as many of the tree’s as possible to keep cost down.
Motion: Emmett Badar moved to continue until hillside development questions were answered.

Motion failed.

Mr. Duran stated that the hillside development standards were a separate issue. He stated that Staff has been able to make the findings to support the tree removal request.

Mr. Badar stated that he did not object to the tree removal request.

Motion: Ken Duran moved, second by Dan Coleman to approve tree removal request.

Motion carried 6.0.1.0. (Sorcinelli absent.)
